VA National Cemetery Honors Veterans

The National Cemetery Administration honors Veterans with final resting places in

national shrines and with lasting tributes that commemorate their service to our Nation.

n July 17, 1862, Congress enacted legislation

rhat authorized President Lincoln to purchase

“cemetery grounds” to be used as narional
cemeteries "for soldiers who shall have died in the
service of the country,” Fourteen cemeteries were
established that first year.

By IB70, the remains of nearly 300,000 Union dead
had been buried in 73 national cemeteries. Most of
the cemeteries were located in the southeast, near the
battlefields and ;.11:1;",:!\\'1111\1.\ of the Civil War.

Today, there are a total of 147 national
cemeteries. I he National Cemerery Administration
is responsible for 131 of them, while the National
Park Service maintains 14 and the Department of
the Army maintains two cemeteries - including
Arlington National Cemetery.

In the midst of the largest cemerery expansion
since the Civil War, VA operates 131 nartional
cemeteries in 39 states and Puerro Rico. VA's newest
national cemetery, Washington Crossing National
Cemetery in Pennsylvania, opened in January 2010.

“THE KILLING FIELDS”

This British biopic follows two real life journalists, Sydney Schanberg of the New York Times
and Cambodian Dith Pran in the mid 1970's as the Khmer Rouge take control of Cambodia.
As the Americans leave Viet Nam, there is a simultaneous evacuation of journalists out of
Cambodia. Sydney makes it back to the U.S., but is unable to bring Dith Pran with him. Dith
Pran then begins a long journey through Cambodia where he stumbles into one of the infa-
mous “killing fields” where millions were executed as Cambodia is devastated. He evades
the Khmer Rouge as they fight a border war with Viet Nam. He eventually makesitouttoa
Red Cross shelter near Thailand and is flown to America. Sam Waterston is excellent in his
portrayal of Schanberg, while first time actor, Haing S. Ngor won an Oscar for Best Sup-
porting Actor. This is an intense film which depicts the brutality of the Khmer Rouge

in gruesome detail.
